We run a programme of works to keep the fabric of our properties in good condition. When we carry out 

work on the building you live in, we will aim to keep disruption to a minimum. 

We plan major works in advance, so that we can: 

• replace major items like windows and doors 

• repair or replace roofing and other key elements to the building exterior 

• carry out structural work like underpinning, and 

• redecorate the outside and internal communal areas of the building. 

Planning work in advance is cost-effective and means that we can replace items before they fail, keeping 

the property in good condition. 

 

Before works start 

Before we begin work, we will first carry out a detailed survey to see what work is needed. We will write to 

tell you when the survey is due. 

We will consult you about the work we plan to do. 

We will visit you to make notes about the working area and identify any special needs you might have. 

We will agree a start date for the works with you and tell you how long we expect it to take. 

 

During works 

We instruct our contractors to protect your flooring and furniture during the work. They must also keep 

your home secure and protect your property from damage. 

At the end of each working day, they must leave your home clean and tidy. We will give you a direct contact 

phone number to use during the works. 

We will let you know if the work is going to take longer than we expected.
